Trolls. A diverse set, that also offers traces of psychedelia and even tex-mex, makes this 
album stand out from your average 60’s revival release. Recommended!  
 

  SPIRES THAT IN THE SUNSET RISE – CURSE THE TRACED 
BIRD (CD-LP/SECRET EYE)  Now in stock! Fourth full-length of bewitching juju from 
the preeminent ladies of psychedelic mysticism. Recorded in Philadelphia, assisted by 
members of Espers. Original art by UK artist Trevor Simmons (Anselmus), and both 
the CD and the LP format are hand-silk-screened by Neil Burke (Vermiform, Mens 
Recovery Project)... Super limited and hand-numbered. Only 300 LPs.  Fuck freak folk -

LA IRA DE DIOS – COSMOS...KAOS...DESTRUCTION (CD/WORLD IN SOUND)  
Again a new album by the trippiest heavy underground band from Lima, Peru. This 
time they present us with 8 tracks, of which most are 3 to 7 minute, riff orientated, cuts 
with strong MC5, Motörhead and other influences reflecting a punk attitude. This for 
sure is the most aggressive and heavy album by this energetic three piece to date. This 
3rd full length by La Ira De Dios will satisfy fans of heavy acid garage rock or VoiVods 
early work!

NARCOTICS – ALL THE PURPLE PUSSIES (CD/TEENSOUND)  Debut album by a 
garage affected rock’n’roll combo from Napels, who also have a sense for styles s.a. 
r’n’b and folk. Old fashioned quality with a contemporary touch.  
 

  DEAD MAN – EUPHORIA (LP-CD/CRUSHER)  Now in stock. The 
remarkable and excellent new album from these Swedish psych-heads. 11 notably well 
written tracks in which progressive folk and darker, heavy psych-rock (with exciting 
guitar eruptions) go hand in hand. A superb follow up to their promising, self titled 
debut from 2006.  (Which, by the way, is back in print!)

SICK ROSE – FACES (CD/TEEN SOUND)  CD reissue of Sick Rose's debut album 
from some 20 years ago today. In those days ‘Faces’  was a beacon of the new garage 
movement, showing that this energetic sound was universal, and that these Italians had 
taken it to new heights, new excitement, and new glory. It is not an exaggeration to say 



that the Sick Rose’s debut album proudly stands among the most important garage rock 
records of all time. 
 

      SHIVAS – WHERE HAVE 
YOU GONE TO? (CD/WORLD IN SOUND)  A promising and fresh representative of 
the new psychedelic movement. This Canadian band’s name, as well as the music and 
artwork, of course brings to mind legendary psych outfit Mystic Siva. Like the case with 
these latter US teen psychsters, the Shiva’s members’ average age is pretty young. Or 
more exactly, VERY young. Which, together with the excellent music they present us 
with, means we can expect a lot of great sounds and vibes from these talented musicians 
for the future. We’re pretty sure a new cult sensation is born. Recommended to fans of 
60’s bands as diverse as Velvet Underground, 13th Floor Elevators, Love, Seeds and The

SUTCLIFFE JUGEND – PIGDADDY (CD/COLD SPRING)  ‘Pigdaddy’ features some 
of the most  histrionic and downright bizarre vocals ever recorded. The music is created 
using the most basic sound sources. The overwhelming sense of moral decay makes this 
Sutcliffe Jugend's most original album yet. Pigdaddy is Beyond Perverse. Sexual 
transgression never sounded so dirty. Hear Pigdaddy and you will never feel clean 
again. Over 45 minutes of music. Cover painting by Kevin Tomkins. 
 
VARIOUS – FESTIVAL DER GENIALEN DISSIDENTEN (LP + 7 ”/ENFANT 
TERRIBLE)  Two years ago Enfant Terrible released the ‘Electronic Renaissance’ 
compilation LP. A record that is now considered a cult item, and one of the highlights in 
the Enfant Terrible catalogue. This record functioned as a reflection on the current state 
of elektro wave and as an impuls for new talents in the field of independent electronic 
music. With ‘Festival Der Genialen Dissidenten’ Enfant Terrible releases a new 
compilation with solely contemporary artists who did not appear on ‘Electronic 
Renaissance’. Included are a.o. Agent Side Grinder,  Dolina, Codes, Pierre Normal and 
others. Limited to 600 copies. 
  
VARIOUS – WE’RE PUNCH ADDICTED (CD/PUNCH) ‘We're Punch Addicted’ 
offers you 18 new/unreleased songs by several of the most appreciated Punch bands 
along with many ‘new addicts’. All songs are exclusively for this compilation only, and 
the plan is that they will never again be used for any future release. Featured artists 
include Pierre Normal, Divine Muzak, Comando Suzie, Terroritmo, O Paradis, Nina 
Belief a.m.m. 
 
60’s & 70’s & 80’s (RE-)RELEASES AND ARTISTS + OTHER OLDIES         



  MICHAEL-CLAIRE – THIS IS… (LP/NIGHT WINGS)  First ever 
issue of what is one of the best kept secrets of the UK acoustic underground. The duo 
comprising Englishman Micheal Milner and his American partner Claire Hart was 
formed in 1968, and they recorded their sole album in 1971. Unfortunately it never had 
an official release, until now that is. ‘This Is…’ features 13 great songs of which 10 were 
self written. Fans of haunting and delicate music with wonderful male and female vocals 
should definitely check this out. A delightful discovery! 
 
TRADITIONAL FOOLS – TRADITIONAL FOOLS (7”/CHOCOLATE  COVER)   
Four extra-raw slices of surf-punk from these San Francisco garage heroes, including 
one instro! Way lo-fi rockers in the tradition of that other long-gone legendary San 
Francisco band, The Mummies. This is a numbered pressing of 500 copies.

  TELEGRAPH AVENUE – VOLUME 2 (CD/RE-PSYCHLED)  
Follow up to their famous debut from ’71, which was that year’s best selling album in 
their native country Peru. This second Telegraph Ave. effort was recorded in 1975, 
shortly after which the band fell apart... The songs on this release have a less Latin rock 
orientated feel, and show a development towards more aggressive rock, though there 
also are some appealing folky moments. A must for all fans of this impressive band from 
1970’s Lima. 
 
JOAKIM SKOGSBERG – JOLA ROTA (CD/TILIQUA)  First ever official reissue of 
this sadly overlooked acid and psych folk masterpiece from Sweden, 1971. Expect 
wonderful soundscapes of derailed fuzzed out violins, soaring guitars, rattling hand 
percussion, droning vocals and pulsating bass rhythms, complimented by Joakim's 
‘jolor’, a special vocal style with its roots in the ancient tradition of Swedish folk music. 
Recorded in the woods with simple recording equipment, this is a truly unique and 
lovely piece of Scandinavian folk history.

  OBSKURIA – DISCOVERY OF OBSKURIA (LP/WORLD IN 
SOUND)  The CD version of this high quality stoner-space-psychrock album already 
received killer reviews in Dutch and Belgian press (a.o. Oor and Gonzo Circus) and now 
here comes the LP! Obskuria are a band featuring Tom Brehm (former leader of 
Cleveland’s 60’s/70’s psych-prog-heroes Dragonwyck!), members of Peruvian space-
gang La Ira de Dios and various highly rated bands from the current German 
progressive (space-)rock scene.  www.myspace.com/obskurians  
 
HOROLOGIUM - EARTHBOUND (CD/DIVINE COMEDY)  43 minutes of 
monumental, fierce, yet listenable music. Post-industrial dirt meets martial drums, 
opera arias and neoclassical sublimity. 
 
NAEVUS – TRUFFLES OF LOVE (CD/OLD EUROPA CAFÉ)  Reissue of this 
originally self released album by the London based outfit. For this 1999 effort bands s.a. 
Buzzcocks, Magazine, Birthday Party and Joy Division were the main sources of 
inspiration. This release comes with improved sound and bonus tracks.  
 
ROMA AMOR – ROMA AMOR (CD/OLD EUROPA CAFÉ)  Italian neo-
cabaret’n’folk with intense and deep female vocals. For those who rely on traditional 
love songs, retro tavern music and cabaret noir.  
 
VARIOUS – THE OLD EUROPA CAFÉ (7CD/OLD EUROPA CAFÉ)   For the label’s 
25th anniversary no less than 101 acts were invited to contribute a track to this 7 CD set. 
All songs one way or the other are about Europe, a theme that’s extremely popular in 
the current industrial and dark-ambient scene(s). Artists included are a.o. Challenge Of 
Honour, O Paradis, Roma Amor, Astro, Black Sun Productions, Naevus, Spiritual 
Front, Hybryds... 
 
I GANZI – IL NUOVO BEAT (7”/TEEN SOUND)  A wonderful 7” by this 
characteristic beatgroup from Florence, Italy. This song, as well as the flip side 
‘Chiedimi Scusa’, takes you right back to 1967.   
 
GLI AVVOLTOI – GIANNI (7”/TEENSOUND)  A great comeback for Moreno Spirogi, 
who’s a true beat-icon from the Italian revival scene of the 80’s. This new 7”, backed 
with ‘Non Voglio Pieta’, offers a mighty catchy mixture of UK-style freakbeat and 
psych.

  JEFF SIMMONS – LUCILLE HAS MESSED MY MIND UP 
(LP/WORLD IN SOUND)  Last year Jeff Simmons albums ‘Lucille has Messed My Min 
Up’ and ‘Naked Angels’ (both originally on Zappa’s label Straight Records) were 
released together on one CD. In the meantime a vinyl edition of ‘Naked Angels’ also 
appeared and now here’s ‘Lucille...’,  containing 10 catchy and heavy slices of weird 
bluesrock and twisted folk. Jeff  can be heard playing hard-driven and groovy bass, 
piano, organ and accordion and singing in a style similar to that of Jack Bruce with 
Cream. This here brace of strong, harmonically sophisticated songs definitely have some 
of the explosive, multi-hued impact of the Jimi Hendrix Experience. Expected ½ April. 
 
BADGE & COMPANY – BADGE & COMPANY (CD/GREEN TREE)  The first ever 
official CD-release of this cult-album by an ‘out there’ southern blues rock group from 
Augusta. A supernatural psychedelic blues delight, much like early ZZ Top and  
–especially- their earlier incarnation Moving Sidewalks. This southern rock trio 
surgically strikes at what most like-genre bands can only feign. This little ol' album is 
simply soul-quenching. A prime side of beefed up well done Texan psychedelica and 
weirdness smothered in spicy blues. Early April.
